(7) Western U. S. Food Processing Efficiency Initiative

This two-year effort will develop a body of knowledge about the food processing industry’s
energy and water efficiency opportunities. At least six demonstration projects will be completed
and an analysis and best practices portfolio will be assembled. Results will be disseminated via
training and workshops.
